1. FISHING WITH NHL SUPERSTAR JAKE ALLEN- Here's your exclusive opportunity to fish with 
Fredericton native and NHL superstar Jake Allen, goaltender with the St. Louis Blues. This 
once-in-a-lifetime package is for 2 rods and includes an evening of fishing and overnight 
stay at the Ledges Inn, followed by a morning of fishing with Jake and then lunch 
together back at the Ledges Inn. This exclusive MSA package includes guided fishing, dinner 
and overnight accommodations (2 rods share a room) plus your morning of fishing 
and lunch with Jake.
